• Blend Composition: Sauvignon Blanc 50%, Viognier 25%, Chardonnay 15%, Dry 

Muscat Canelli 7%, Sweet Muscat Canelli 3% 
 
• Sourced primarily from Paso Robles.  All varietals contributing to this blend are 

fermented in stainless steel except the Chardonnay which sees one 
year of used French oak barrique.  

  
• An off-dry wine with a rich mid-palate and a crisp finish.  

Bursting with flavors of White Peaches, Grapefruit, Mandarin 
Oranges and a touch of Lychee fruit.  An ideal quaffing wine but 
equally suited to pair with a wide array of foods, especially spicy 
dishes.
